Selection interviews will take place in September and October. These group sessions will consist of discussion tasks, a short mini-lesson and an individual interview. Further information on the course content, assessment and teaching practice arrangements will be available at interview.
Course Information
The Cambridge Online CELTA is designed to give you the knowledge and skills to teach ESOL effectively in a variety of contexts. You will study theory and methodology and learn how to analyse language through online tasks and discussions, observe experienced ESOL practitioners, and undertake 6 hours of teaching practice with ESOL groups.  There are four written assignments. Assessment is continuous and is verified by an external assessor.
This qualification is aimed at new ESOL practitioners, or current practitioners who do not hold a recognised TESOL qualification at this level. While candidates are not required to have subject specific qualifications, it is appropriate if you have already taken a short introductory TESOL/TEFL course.
Course Structure and Dates

The course consists of 2 main components:
· Online Input component: including 31 online learning units, video observations of lesson, tutor guidance, 4 written assignments.
· Centre based teaching component: including observation of experienced teachers, peer observations, teaching practice, lesson planning and feedback on teaching.
