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Updated Highland ESOL Resources

Report 
The Highland Adult Literacies Partnership decided that a website would be a useful way for providers to be able to access the information about classes in the different geographical areas of Highland so that they could advise and progress learners.  The Highland ESOL Providers group have been putting together content and this is now almost ready to be uploaded.  The site is being designed by Dynam web design and is ready to be installed once the Highland providers group have made their final decisions.

The web designers will also upload teaching resources including: Living in the Highlands, Local Accents, ESOL for Job Readiness and any other resources from HALP Partners.

The site will have a link to the national site.

The ESOL for Job Readiness pack is currently with the design team in Fort William for formatting.

The ESOL for Schools pack of resources is out to 3 WEA tutors for pilot.  Now that they have had time to use this with their classes we will bring them together to talk through any changes they would like to suggest.  Once these materials are revised, they can be collated into the new Living in the Highlands resource before it is reprinted and uploaded to the website.  The Living in the Highlands pack has now been fully revised including updating the previous resources to reflect the new SQA levels, and 20 more activities have been added in different subject areas.  CDs of the pack will be made and included so that tutors can adapt material to suit their learners.

We expect all the work funded by the Challenge Fund to be finished by the end of May.
