
ESOL Challenge Fund Report: South-East Glasgow ESOL Welcome and Learning Support Pack (Langside College)
Description of Project

This project created ESOL Learning Support Packs for all South-East Glasgow ESOL Learners.  The content of each pack included:

1. A South-East Glasgow ESOL Guide.  This 32-page document has been created by Langside College for ESOL learners across South-East Glasgow and is the first comprehensive cross-sectoral description of ESOL learning written specifically for ESOL learners in Scotland. It contains guidance and information on ESOL learning in Scotland in general, and in particular South-East Glasgow presented in an accessible format for ESOL learners.  This includes:

· Up to date information on the ESOL levels used in Scotland and the abilities/skills/outcomes they describe.

· Potential progression routes both within ESOL and on to non-ESOL study or work.

· The types and settings of ESOL courses provided in South-East Glasgow.

· Information on support arrangements which exist (e.g. childcare/travel bursaries).

· Access information for an virtual learning environment providing online ESOL learning resources at 6 levels for South-East Glasgow ESOL learners. 
· Descriptions of learning journeys of South-East based ESOL learners including quotes and photographs.

2. A language awareness guide containing resource information intended to support the development of grammatical accuracy alongside support materials to develop ESOL learners’ skills in writing and spelling.
3. Individual learning plans.

4. A homework diary and calendar.

5. A vocabulary notebooks and work notepads.

6. A folder to organise notes.

7. Stationary items (pen, pencil, highlighter, etc).
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ESOL Study Support Pack Contents

Delivery of Project

Due to the input of additional funds from Langside College to the award made by the Scottish Government, there were enough resources to produce 1,500 packs. This will provide enough packs to provide all ESOL learners across South-East Glasgow with a pack for the forthcoming year.  The final part of this project will therefore consist of delivering packs at over 15 South-East Glasgow venues through the South-East Glasgow ESOL Advice, Support and Entry (EASE) Service.  

For those learners who have already received packs, the response has been extremely positive. For example, Anjum Khan, a learner at Langside College stated:

	“I thought the pack was excellent.  The information on ESOL levels was really useful and it meant we didn’t have to ask so many questions.  It was also useful to show family members and friends what we are doing. I keep the grammar book with myself for revision.  Even the pens and pencils were useful for newcomers as it meant that everyone was ready for class on the first day.”
