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	South West ESOL Assessment Centre
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Project details and aim 
	The aim was to improve learner referral processes in the south West of Glasgow. Learners were given access to weekly assessments in Ibrox Library within the South West of Glasgow. By operating an assessment centre, partner organisations were given immediate access to classes that have spaces and the South West ALN partnership were better able to co-ordinate services. The assessment centre was able to gather information on learners and has been able to identify the barriers to learners in the area and thus planning for next year can be more focussed.



Project Outcomes, including number of learners, their learning outcomes and any other impacts on the learners, their families and  the organisation. 
	There have been 394 learners invited for assessment either by partner organisations or were self referred. 110 learners who were assessed were offered places in current provision.7 are still on a waiting list for an Intermediate 2 level class. 5 learners were not offered places as they were already in provision. 1 learner was  already attending Cardonald College. 98 learners are on a waiting list for a place in session 2011-12. 73 did not attend for assessment.

We intend to continue with “central “ assessments  Benefits are:

- immediate access for learners

- allows for planning of ESOL services in the area

- identifies gaps in provision.
