2. Strengthen the partnership working between the various ESOL providers  in the Stirling area
3. Maximise resources by making them available to all learners across the partnership



Project Outcomes, including number of learners, their learning outcomes and any other impacts on the learners, their families and the organisation. 
	1. A number of creative writing workshops were held, which were attended by more than 50 learners at various levels.
2. A number of Ceilidh dancing workshops were held, greatly enjoyed by all participants.  They culminated in a Burns Supper and Ceilidh, attended by over 100 learners from across the partnership

3. The experience of the Burns Supper and Ceilidh was combined with the writing workshops and over 30 pieces of writing were produced by various learners or groups of learners, including some poetry.

4. The writings are now collated and will be published as a learning resource across the partnership.  Money has been set aside for the publication and a public celebration of the learners’ achievements
5. A crèche was provided for all events (and will also be provided at the celebration) which helped reduce the isolation of mothers with young children and helped integration.  The Ceilidh was a real family event, appreciated greatly and commented on by many of the learners, as it happens so rarely in Britain.
